 Cycle of Studies/Level 

 Student’s email 
 

2. The student submits the application to Universidade Fernando 
Pessoa until: 

 June 20 for Autumn semester (September to February) 

 November 18 for Spring semester (February to July)

VISA & REGISTRATION AT THE CITY HALL

These students need to register their arrival with the Agency for 
Integration, Migration and Asylum (AIMA) within the first 3 days after 
arriving (only if the visa is issued for 6 months or less).
